Fire Safety & Prevention – Do you have a fire safety plan for your home, cottage, trailer or work 
place?  It is an important tool in fire safety.  When everyone knows what to do in the event of a fire, 
they will be calm and able to move to a safe place quickly.  Check your smoke alarms and carbon 
monoxide alarms monthly.  It is recommended to change the batteries with each daylight savings time 
change in the spring and fall. Smoke alarms should be replaced every 10 years. 
 
Joly Township maintains service agreements with both the Sundridge Strong Fire Department and 
the South River Machar Fire Department to ensure that both departments are prepared to respond to 
service calls for Joly residents as required.  Watch for changes to the Fire Rating signs as you enter 
Joly Township from Sundridge and South River.
