
Considering Amalgamation:
A New Chapter for Sundridge, 
Strong, and Joly
The municipalities of Sundridge, Strong, and Joly are exploring the potential benefits and 
challenges of amalgamating into one municipality. This initiative aims to examine whether 
combining resources, governance, and services could lead to better efficiency, improved 
services, and long-term sustainability for all three communities.
Since the 1990s, discussions about restructuring have surfaced periodically, with growing interest in recent years. In 2019, 
the SSJ Tri-Council establisheda a task force to assess the feasibility of amalgamation. Today, a dedicated committee—with 
representation from all three municipalities—is working to provide data-driven insights to inform this important decision.

Why It Matters
Amalgamation could reshape how we work together to address 
challenges like economic development, infrastructure 
investment, and municipal service delivery. By studying this 
opportunity thoroughly, we aim to ensure that any decision 
made reflects the needs, values, and priorities of residents 
across Sundridge, Strong, and Joly.
This initiative is about understanding:

• Community Identity: Exploring efficiency with the
unique traditions and character of each municipality.

• Service Delivery: Exploring how amalgamation could
impact municipal services.

• Taxation and Costs: Analyzing financial impacts
and ensuring transparency.

• Representation: Ensuring all voices are heard
and considered in this process.
